= Learn to get the most out of communicating with your dog on course by using their primary language - motion.
Regardless of the system you follow, motion based handling will support and meld with what you already know and
currently use. Topics to be covered include (but not limited to: acceleration/decleration cues; turning cues; common
jumping patterns and sequences, and much, much more.

> Wed, May 16, 2012 — Introduction to Motion Based Handling & Lines of Motion — Novice
= Jen will introduce teams to the use of motion based handling.
= Open to dogs competing at any level, but priority will be given to Novice teams.
